Next up was Best of the Midwest tournament, and gain, some of the best competition in the region. We advanced into the final game with a record of 15 forced and only 2 allowed (in 4 games). In the final game against Chicago Wind, the boys dropped down initially, but fought back to win the championship 5-3.

Finally, to end their season the boys traveled to the St. Louis area for the Metro FC tournament. If things weren't exciting enough, the keeper broke his right index finger in a scrimmage the night before they were scheduled to leave. Like true champions the boys stepped up to the challenge with several different boys taking a turn in the goal. In the Semi-Finals the boys got a chance for revenge, meeting the same Ohio FC team that beat them in the Finals at Mead. This time our boys came out on top beating them 4-3. Again, they advanced to the final game with a record of 19 forced and only 3 allowed (in 4 games). Playing in the Finals against the Kansas City FC Dragons, the teams were tied through regulation. tied through two overtimes, and finally fell 2-3 in a very exciting PK Shootout (remember, the regular keeper was out of action).

Their regular season ended with just as much excitement. It came down to the final game against Zionsville. If we tied or lost we would come in second. if we won, we won the league. Of course to keep it exciting, the score was 0-0 with under 2 minutes to go when we finally finished it off with a 1-0 win!
