Following an impressive showing at the January National Team camp and strong play in the first 4 games of the Academy season, Harrison Petts has been called back into the U18 National Team for a camp that takes place March 9-15.  A forward and team captain of the U16 Carmel United Academy, Petts has recroded 5 goals and 2 assists through his first 4 matches this season. The initial training camp included 72 players, but this camp will only consist of 26 players as a basis for training and games as the U18 Men's National Team.
